Regimental Challenge Medallion (RCM)

PURPOSE: The RCM was designed to be minted and ready for release in 2005, the Year of the Veteran. The medallion memorializes the Regiment’s World War II Fallen. It is intended to be a Regimental Challenge symbol and an 

“In Memoriam” Medallion.

DESCRIPTION: The RCM is a brushed nickel medallion of 1.5 inches in diameter. The obverse side displays the Regimental Cap Badge, and the reverse side lists the 125 names of the men who lost their lives while serving in the 28th Armoured Regiment (British Columbia Regiment) during World War II.  

The RCM sequential number, Regimental particulars, (ie) number, rank, full name of the member and decoration(s) will be engraved along the bottom of the medallion’s rim.

The words “In Memoriam” will be engraved along the bottom of the medallion’s rim when assigned as a memorial medallion.

The Regimental Association will issue the In Memorial Medallion, from time to  time, to such individuals, as it shall see fit.

ELIGIBILITY: The RCM is available for purchase as follows:    

1. Serving members of the Regiment;

2. Former members of the Regiment; and

3. Honorary Officers of the Regiment.

4. Memorial Medallions only.

PROCUREMENT: RMC Medallions can only be purchased by application to the British Columbia Regiment (DCO) Association.

USE: The RCM, while it will always memorialize the Fallen, is a symbol of loyalty and recognition of an individual’s service to the Regiment. 
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
